At the successful completion of the course, you will receive an Interim Passport from the trainer. This will be valid
for use for 4 weeks only. The final Passport will be mailed to the address that you nominate on your enrolment
form. This Passport is valid for 2 years.

After 2 years, you will be required to complete a shorter refresher training course, to bring you up to date with any
changes that have been introduced since you completed your initial course.
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Supervisor Training Program (S 1, 2 & 3)

This course is available for the Coal, Metalliferous and extractive industries and is more commonly known as a
S123, which are three competencies required by all those who are in supervisory positions within the mining
industry.

This competency forms part of a nationally recognised Certificate III in mining operations across different sectors of
mining; namely coal, metalliferous and extractive. The Supervisor Training Program Competencies are
requirements under Queensland mining legislation that recognises these competencies. This qualification is
therefore also a Mining Safety and Health Advisory Council requirement for people who work as a Site, Safety and
Health Representative or as a supervisor on a mine site.

Under the Vocational Education and Training system of accredited courses, this is a Qualification Level III
competency across mining sectors that are inclusive of coal, metalliferous and extractive. The participant will
normally be expected to work under limited guidance, have responsibility for others, apply a broad range of skills,
operate in a variety of workplace contexts, work within time constraints, apply standards and principles of
continuous improvement as well as work within legislation.

To complete the requirements of Supervisor Training Program, three units of competency must be
Completed for each of the three mining sectors (only one sector needs to be chosen).

In the coal sector they are:
MNCG1001 Apply Risk Management Processes
MNCG1008 Conduct Safety and Health Investigations
MNCG1009 Communicate Information

In the extractive sector they are:
MNQGEN300A Apply Risk Management Processes
MNQGEN310A Conduct Safety and Health Investigations

In the metalliferous sector they are:
MNMG325A Apply Risk Management Processes
MNMG326A Conduct Safety and Health Investigations
